BAHS would like to take in all lost pets, but we only have room 
for so many. 

 
2. Take the dog to an area veterinarian for a microchip scan:

 If the animal is sick or injured, take it to one of the above Vets or to the

3.  Consider:   
 File a lost & found report with Man & Beast 210-590-7387 
 Place a free ad in San Antonio Express News 210-250-2345 

Prepare a flyer/poster with picture and description and post at area  
 (Make flyers here, complete with photo: http://www.petbond.com). 
Veterinarian Bulletin boards, groomers, pet stores, gas stations, schools and 
on telephone poles.
